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Asking good questions provides clarification.  It provides a yes or no in understanding that is critical to clarity.  Asking good questions also probes for greater depth.  It looks at what lies underneath the emotion, fact, statement, fear, etc.

There are six levels of questions:

-knowledge: observing or recalling facts (definitions, concepts, principles, formulas)

-comprehension: describing and clarifying concepts, events, or relationships between ideas in one's own words (citing examples)

-application: using information from prior situations in a new context to solve problems, answer questions, or perform other tasks

-analysis: identifying motives or causes, making inferences, or finding evidence to support generalizations
-synthesis: solving problems, making predictions, producing original representations, or organizing learned information

-evaluation: developing a judgment about the value of a concept, idea, or method

Remember that asking good questions helps move from listening to greater depth.  And a key component in the listening process is prayer!
