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Mentorship is a process of walking along side another person; sharing their life, their values, and their purpose.  Mentors are good at listening, asking questions, and challenging.  Mentoring is a two way process where the mentor learns as much as the mentee.  The mentor’s goal is to represent the life and the will of Jesus in the relationship.  Mentors…
M – Meet (Hebrews 10:25)

Let us not give up meeting together, as some are in the habit of doing, but let us encourage one another — and all the more as you see the Day approaching.

E – Encourage (Hebrews 3:13)

But encourage one another daily, as long as it is called Today, so that none of you may be hardened by sin's deceitfulness.

N – Nurture (Galatians 6:1-2)

Brothers, if someone is caught in a sin, you who are spiritual should restore him gently. But watch yourself, or you also may be tempted. Carry each other's burdens, and in this way you will fulfill the law of Christ.

T – Trust (Ecclesiastes 4:12)

Though one may be overpowered, two can defend themselves. A cord of three strands is not quickly broken.

O – Observe (Matthew 28:19-20)

Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age."

R – Remember (Ephesians 1:16)

I have not stopped giving thanks for you, remembering you in my prayers.
